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FOREWORD

This book is a transcription of a microfilm of the 1840 United States Census for Franklin County, Virginia.
The journal that was microfilmed was not the original census record but a composite of the information
gathered. From the information on the microfilm we know that Stephen Turnbull wrote the information
into the journal and compiled the totals to arrive at the number of individuals enumerated

The journal listed the head of household in alphabetical order only sorted by the 1" letter of the surname.
This book went a step farther and listed those entries sorted entirely in alphabetical order.

Even though the entries indicate a certain number of persons in each household it does not differentiate
between family members, boarders or servants. It was a common practice not only 1o have servants but
also to keep boarders. Therefore, not every person in a given household would be members of the same

Sfamily.

The enumeration did count the number of slaves for each household but did not provide any further
information on them. Almost every single household had at least one slave. Just roughly averaging the
. number of slaves by the number of households, each household would have had about 3 slaves. It was a
rare household that did not have any. I did not list these numbers because they have no value in
genealogy research and there was not enough space on the page.

Other information is available on the microfilm but again, since it has no real genealogical value it was
not included here. That information covers Employment, Deaf and Dumb, Blind and Insane and
Education. Although it may be interesting it does not put a name with the information.

Mr. Turnbull's handwriting was very easy to read but he used variations on spelling some names that I had
not seen before. At the bottom of this page you will find a list of some of the variations on spelling.

A special column gave the names of “Pensioners for Revolutionary or Military Services ...". These
pensions were not limited to service in the Revolutionary War but could have been given for service in
other wars, such as the War of 1812-14. I have found one of the court appearances in which they
appeared in order to apply for their pensions.

Thomas Craig also came into Court and made oath that he Enlisted in the year 1776 under the same
Capt.(John Marks) with said William Adcock and was attached to the 14™ Virginia Regiment
commanded at first by Colo. Charles Lewis, afterwardly by Colo. Davis, and afterwards was
consolidated and became the tenth Regiment, that he knew the said William Adcock both before and
whilst in the army, that he served his time faithfully, and is he believes between seventy and eighty
years of age, that he is in indigent circumstances, being entirely destitute of property, that the said
William Adcock when he was Enlisted resided in the County of Albemarle Virginia but now in this
County.

Which statements are also corroborated by the testimony of William Campbell to the same effect.
Whereupon the Court being satisfied that the said William Adcock was Enlisted and served three
years in the Revolutionary War against the common Enemy, It is ordered that the foregoing
statements of testimony be certified to the Secretary of the War Department.
